luxury on the Caribbean island of Grenada, the
southernmost of the Lesser Antilles, there was only
really one option: the Spice Island Resort, a venerable
all-inclusive with a large freeform pool and on the
fabulous stretch of beach known as Grand Anse.

Overtimeithas gonethroughaseries of refurbishments
(most recently in 2013) and there is a lot to like about
it, not least its legendary owner Sir Royston Hopkin
KCMG, who bought the hotel outright in 1989. But
you wouldn't call it contemporary.

Later this year, however, an altogether different sort
of hotel opens on the west coast of the southern tip of
the island. If, as my colleague Fred Mawer has written,
Spice Island Beach Resort “is popular with families
and elderly couples alike”, Silversands Grenada has a
more obviously design-conscious demographic in its
sights.

The creation of the Egyptian telecoms tycoon, Naguib
Sawiris (chairman of Orascom Telecom, Media and
Technology, whose wealth Forbes puts at $3.9 billion),
ittoo sits on Grand Anse Beach, a mile or so northeast.
But there the similarities end.

For a start, it has been designed by the Paris-based
architects AW2, founded by Stéphanie Ledoux and
Reda Amalou, whose other hotel projects include Six
Senses Con Dao - one of the most beautifully and
imaginatively designed hotels 1 have ever stayed at
- as well as Phum Baitang in Siem Reap, Amanjena
in Marrakech and indeed the Patek Philippe store on
London’s Bond Street.

As with all their projects, the aesthetic is cool and
pared-down, with lots of pale marble, blond wood
and a palette of greyish neutrals. What patterns exist
are derived from a play of light with shade.

Additionally, guests will be able to participate in nature walks, yoga sessions, and what the
company has called "Movement", a form of physical and mental exercise which incorporates
elements of Capoeira, dance, and animal locomotion.

Commenting on the new resort, AW? called it a "new spirit camp" that blends seamlessly with
the environment, moving "luxury to other horizons".

Businessman Naguib Sawiris brings a new level of luxury to
Grenada, enlisting the talents of AW” to design a resort

befitting of the island’s natural beauty.

has remained remarkably unspoilt and, until now, firmly
under-the-radar. As you might expect of an island that is one

of the world’s largest exporters of nutmeg, the landscape is lush,
with a forest-clad mountainous interior and white-sand beaches.
But it was the contented nature of the people that made as much
of an impact on Egyptian telecoms tycoon Naguib Sawiris when
he first visited on the insistence of a friend six years ago, snapping
up a 10.5-acre plot of land at the north end of Grand Anse beach.
“As clichéd as it is, Naguib fell in love with the island,” says Chief
Development Officer Abdullah Bakr. The result of that visit is the
US$125 million Silversands Grenada hotel, which took 3.5 years
to build and opened in December. “The project became so personal
and important to him; what you see is a real reflection of his style.”
Sawiris enlisted architects Reda Amalou and Stéphanie Ledoux
of Paris-based practice AW2, whose roll call of hotels includes Six
Senses Con Dao in Vietnam and Phum Baitang in Cambodia. “The

what Grenada could become in terms of character,” says Ledoux, who
took her design cues from the location of the site. This translates to
clean lines and floor-to-ceiling glass throughout the 43 guestrooms
and suites, which are spread across two white buildings each clad
with bulletwood slats. “The bulletwood is an important element
because it evolves, turning silver over time, so it will integrate fully
into the landscape,” she continues.

“In the future, the aim is that you won’t be able to see the hotel
from the ocean and we’ve almost achieved that already,” adds Bakr.
“The idea is to have these contemporary lines that are broken up with
the warmth of the wood.” Rooms and suites, which range from 721ft2
to the 2,787ft2 penthouse, each have a balcony with beachfront views
and inside, a light palette of pale oak panelling, Calacatta marble and
white walnut floors, and white walls. There are also nine residential
villas (five on the beach at 6,000ft2, four on the hillside at 5,000ft2)
that reference traditional Asian architecture in their layout: an
entrance courtyard leads to the main building, which has a kitchen
and open-plan living space furnished with Expormim’s Senso dining
chairs positioned around a sleek marbletop table.

Furniture by Molteni & C and Kettal blends with bespoke elements
such as the bathtubs — made to a specially-designed mould by Apaiser
—and the bronze metal door handles. “I originally budgeted for high-
end commercial handles but Naguib was inspired by brass handles

he had seen in the Bottega Veneta boutiques. He wanted them to be
bespoke so we found a factory in Italy to make them for us. That
level of precision is in every detail,” explains Bakr. Both in the rooms
and throughout, modern art from the owner’s private collection is a
real feature. The current count, which includes a handful of colourful
painted wooden outriggers at the entrance and two life-size bowing
figure sculptures made from woven palm leaves by Egyptian artist
Ahmed Askalany, stands at around 700 pieces.

Without doubt, one of the most-talked about aspects of the hotel
is the 100m pool, the longest in the Caribbean, which stretches from
the lobby down to the ocean. “In resort design, the wow factor is
important,” agrees Ledoux of the pool, which is framed by cabanas
and a row of intimate seating areas. It became the lynchpin that the
rest of the site was based around. “Placing the pool at the entrance
gives guests the feeling that they are at the centre of something special
and emphasises the relationship between them and the ocean from
the moment they arrive.”

There is also Puro, the rum and cigar bar, and two restaurants:
the first is the outdoor Grenadian Grill which has a casual, beach
club-vibe with a sail-like white tent that floats above marble tables
and wooden bench seating dotted with teal cushions. The second
is the more formal dinner-only, Asian-fusion Asiatique, where a
gently looping wood veneer and latex sculpture is suspended from

the double-height ceiling and glass doors that
open to the terrace. “What was important in
the design is to make sure that there is no
boundary between the indoors and outdoors;
what’s beautiful is when your eyes aren’t
stopped by anything,” continues Ledoux.
“All the big glazing elements are here to
create a perspective that never ends.” The
majority of the fruit and vegetables used at
both restaurants are sourced through the
GRENROP initiative (Grenada Network of
Rural Women Producers), which provides
farming jobs to a network of 50 single
mothers on Grenada (the hotel has committed
to a monthly guarantee purchase).
Decorative lighting throughout is another

carefully considered element, from the
oversized silk shades by Aqua Creations that
look like lily pads in the lobby, to the striking
installation of white Foscarini lights above the
pool at the stand-alone Espa spa. “In the spa,
we wanted to create the feeling of a cloud.
It’s a space where guests can feel private but
also relax in the fresh air and look at the sky
above.” And relaxation is what this island is
all about. Now is Grenada’s time to shine.

And Interiors to achieve his dream of an eco-friendly resort; more connected to nature
than you can possibly imagine.

Hi Mehdi, what journeys in your life have led you to
this moment now, doing what you are doing now?

I always dreamed of creating more of an experience
than a resort. I wanted to help people get closer to
nature so they can discover its calming power and
sense of adventure. After finding this property, I spent
two years gathering a team of like-minded creative
people. The first of all was AW?, Reda & Stephanie;
whose work I've admired since our first meeting in
France in 2007.

Two journeys have founded the bedrock of this
dream: one is a professional one, where 1 spent 6
months with my old partner Simon building a camp
in the Libyan desert, and the other one is a safari with
my wife in Namibia. Both journeys have in common
those moments of simple peace that you can only
experience when you are immersed in nature.

Did you spend time in Costa Rica before building this
resort?

Costa Rica is a different place for me, as it has this
jungle plunging into the sea. I lived most of my
childhood in a beach town in Morocco, and my wife
and T were always looking for the jungles of Malaysia
or Thailand as a break from our life in London. In
a way Costa Rica reminds me of Morocco with its
beaches, and my holidays in Asia with its jungle.

Is this why you've fallen in love with the country?

The people of Costa Rica have a laid back attitude,
which helps you connect with the rest of the country;
its hills and jungles and animals could be sometimes
overwhelming, but when introduced by locals with
their smile and easy-going attitude, it becomes simply
beautiful.

Beyond Mother Nature herself, evolution is the driving force behind global firm AW?2’s immersive
design for the serene and secluded Kasiiya Papagayo, which transports guests off-the-grid to 123 acres
of Costa Rica’s wild jungle overlooking the Gulf of Papagayo. “We fell in love with the project and the
place and above all, we were able to create and reinvent Kasiiya Papagayo each step of the way,” says
firm associale architect Stéphanie Ledoux. Another remarkable trait: Not a single tree was moved or
cut during the building process of this solar-powered resort, which includes electric vehicles.

For a sense of place, each of the five tented suites is accessed via a private path and uniquely positioned
within the landscape, with none delivering the same experience or view of the other. With expansive
balconies, the suites appear freestanding as they rise from the ground on timber platforms, which,
when removed, will leave no trace of their existence. Inside, local Guanacaste wood is used to
strengthen the connection to the land while juxtaposing light fabrics, basket-like light fixtures, and
accent hues “chosen from the existing colors of the site at different times of the year,” explains Ledoux,
like blues that reference the sky and sea and deep greens and grays that evoke Costa Rica’s rainy
season, The luxury-meets-wildlife accommodations are tailored to guests searching for “a unique
understanding of the nature in this region of Costa Rica,” she adds. “We want them to connect back to
nature and to their inner self.”

Built in the site’s only existing structure is the restaurant with private dining and a viewing terrace,
taking in the gulf and terrain from the highest point of the hillside property. The interior and the
outside merge seamlessly in the open-air veranda, encouraging socializing and making way for the
communal chef’s table, which offers rare glimpses of whales migrating in the fall, Ledoux points out. In
contrast, the wood-clad spa is a more private, peaceful haven with one treatment room, where guests
can recharge with massage therapy, herbal treatments, and natural scrubs. “We believe that Kasiiya
defines a new way of traveling,” she says. “It is about discovering, understanding, and taking time [or
yourself to pause and breathe” Beyond the design, Kasiiya Papagayo plans to evolve the holistic guest
experience, ultimately creating a beautiful dialogue between architectural design and the natural world
that connects with the human spirit for generations.

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10 Questions With... Reda Amalou and Stéphanie Ledoux of AW2

A successful hospitality project guides guests into
discovering something new, according to Reda
Amalou and Stéphanie Ledoux. The founders of Pa-

is-based architecture firm AW?2 recently unveiled
within weeks of each other—two beachfront hotel
projects in tropical settings. At the remote
derness retreat Kasiiya Papagayo in Costa Rica, all
structures are custom timber-and-canvas “luxury
tents” raised off the ground in order to protect the
tropical jungle. In sharp contrast, injecting a lands-
cape program into an urban site was essential to the
design of five-star resort Silversands Grenada on
the Caribbean island of Grenada in the West Indies.
Amalou and Ledoux sat down with Interior Design
to share more on these tropical projects, the chan-
ging hospitality market, and the pioneering archi-
tect that continues to have a tremendous influence
on their work.

Interior Design: What was your overall design
goal for Kasiiya Papagayo?

Reda Amalou: All of our projects—no matter the
country or location—are based on a very high

sensitivity to context and to the place where we
are bmldmg7 into. When we saw the site for K

Papagayo, we saw that it was very beautiful, v tha
strong character of its own, yet ve ¢ sensitive. So,
we thought, how can we make this an even stron-
ger experience for the guests? By fitting our design
into the environment in the most sensitive way. To
do this we looked at not only context, topography,
and climate, but also at construction resources and
what could be sourced locally. For example, our
bespoke furniture was manufactured nearby out of
local Guanacaste wood.

ID: What made you decide on tents, an untradi-
tional structure for a luxury hospitality project?

Stéphanie Ledoux: In such a pristine site, the
choice seemed obvious. The goal was to leave no
trace behind if the hotel was to be removed. With
help from a tent specialist, we designed a tent that
has a pine frame and a deck of Brazilian red cherry.
The roof has five layers—four of cotton canvas and
one of PVC for protection from the rain.

ID: How does your design of Silversands Grenada
stand out?

SL: Silversands Grenada is a totally different project,
with a completely different context. Grenada is a beau-
tiful volcanic island and we saw that the beachfront
site we had to work with was surrounded by buil-
dings and houses and quite close Lo Saint George's,
the island’s capital. We worked within the idea of
contemporary tropical architecture and designed the
master plan, the architecture, and interiors, and some
furniture. ‘The resort consists of 44 rooms and suites
and nine villas, with wood and stone as the main
materials. In order Lo have the outdoor and indoor
elements work together, we played a lot with the
landscape. Unlike with Kasiiya, we had to create our
own ouldoor environment from scraltch.

RA: It's actually really interesting to compare the two
projects. They're both generally in the same area, with
the same type of climate, but we took totally difterent
approaches with the design for each. It was a bit of a
schizophrenic exercise actually, but fun.

ID: How do you think the hospitality industry has
changed over the last 10 years?

RA: It’s less the industry and more the traveler that
has changed. The idea that we need a home away
from home is gone. Today’s traveler—who is more
knowledgeable—wants to be away and wants to expe-
rience that away feeling as strongly as possible. Pre-
venting travelers from being over stressed is no longer
the primary focus for hoteliers.

We are now in a time of experiencing your en-
vironment, gelting into contact with different
cultures and cuisines, and exploring different
ways of doing things. The industry has responded,
making traveling an experience rather than just a
service. 'The guest experience is now at the center
of every project we do.

1D: What’s upcoming for you?

RA: Were working on a Six Senses ski resort in
Switzerland, the Six Senses Crans-Montana. It will
be a ski-in, ski-out property. We'e also busy with
a chain of hotels in Asia—an aflordable, yet luxu-
rious, urban-type of chain—and a very high-end
residential project in Rome.

1D: How do you approach a hospitality project?

RA: The idea is that we design everything, from
master plan to furniture and even accessories.
Instead of drawing in different things, the whole
project is based on one concepl. When [urniture
and architecture is dedicated to a place, the project
has a very strong identity.

ID: What do your homes look like?

SL: We both live with our families in apartments in
Paris, where space is always a constraint. So, what

we do is use the available space as much as we can.
Actually, our apartments are similar—the layouts are
quite pure, serene spaces with a lot of white. There
are also a lot of open views towards whatever we have
available as a view.

RA: Were always traveling and spending a lot of time
on airplanes, in airport lounges, and in hotels. Home
has to have that serenity.

ID: Do you have something in your home that has
significant value to you?

SL:'The D153.1 armchair by Gio Ponti, whom I really
admire. It's a new edition from Molteni & C and it's
right in the middle of my living room. Tt serves as a
constant reminder to me that we need to achieve and
to look for quality each time we design something.

ID: Can you name a historical figure in the indus-
try you particularly admire?

RA: Geoffrey Bawa. He's a Sri Lankan architect and
considered the father of modern tropical architec-
ture. He designed quite a few hotels in Sri Lanka, as
well as a few places in Bali and India. His work is all
about the local environment and the natural envi-
ronment—so each of his designs is amazingly in tune
with nature and its location. He has had an immense
inspiration on our work.

ID: Where do you go to escape?

RA: A Greek island for the blue skies, the blue sea,
the arid climate, and the food—that’s luxury to me.

SL:'lhe desert, for peace and emptiness. I go to
Tassili n"Ajjer, a national park in southeast Algeria’s
Sahara deserl. The area has remnants of prehistoric
human life going back thousands of years.
